The Introduction section integrates the problem background and it is expected to state the aim of the work.
METHODOLOGY
Subsections must begin one line after the section title. DO NOT use hard tabs and limit the use of hard returns to one return at the end of a paragraph. 
Sub-subsection: Guidelines for Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, and use them thereafter. DO NOT use abbreviations in the title or headings unless they are unavoidable.

Guidelines for Figures and Tables

Tables, figures, and graphics should be centered, numbered and accompanied by a legend. Figure captions should be below figures; table heads should appear above tables. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the text. Use the text “Figure X”, for all figures and graphics, do not use “Fig.” in either the text or the caption. Figures and graphics may be presented in color or black and white, making sure that all of them are easy to read.

RESULTS

Results should constitute the major portion of the paper. The authors are expected to present the results or products related to the objectives or aim of the work. Also, the implications (social, economic, scientific, etc.) should be stated.
Authors submitting a paper do so on the understanding that the manuscript has been read and approved by all authors and that all authors agree to the submission of the manuscript to the Conference.

A section of conclusions has to be included. In addition, this part of the manuscript should point out new challenges and need for further research.
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
